All these books and letters were written under the
guidance of God's Holy Spirit, and they were written
on scrolls. A few years later, Church leaders gathered
these New Testament scrolls together with the Old
Testament scrolls and made them into one wonderful
book which is the complete Bible.

The Bible is the Word of God and is very important to
us even today because God still speaks to his people
through his Word.
