
OPTION 1 (Full lesson) PROPS 

KINGDOM LIFE: LESSON 16 – GOD’S GOOD RULES 

 

The following props are for use only with the full Storyboard Lesson (Option 1). 

For the Condensed Lesson (Option 2) - see the Condensed Lesson Plan & Poster. 

Materials needed: 

Essential: Optional: 

Colour printer (or take to print shop)  

Letter size card stock for printing (6 sheets)  

Roll of brown Kraft paper (need 3 ft length)  

Scissors  

A wall, poster or flannelgraph to display props  

Sticky tac or stick-on Velcro to attach teaching 
aids to display surfaces  

Stick-on Velcro under storyboard symbols to keep 
them in place on the storyboard 

 

Instructions for lesson props: 

1. Print out pages 2-5 of this document in black and white on letter size card stock. Print out pages 

6-7 in colour on letter size card stock.  

 

2. Keep pages 2-3 as whole posters. Cut the commandments on pages 4-5 into individual strips. 

Cut out the hearts and symbols on pages 6-7. (Write the lesson number on the back of the 

symbols and posters.)  

 

3. For the storyboard symbol, keep the two tablets separated and place them together in a heart 

shape on the storyboard, as described in the lesson. 

 

4. Cut a strip of brown Kraft paper 6 inches wide by 3 feet high. Place vertically and cut into a point 

at the top.  Attach the “Love God” heart at the top. 

 

5. Cut a second strip of brown Kraft paper 6 inches wide by 2 feet high.  Place horizontally and cut 

into points on each end.  Attach the “Love Others” heart in the middle.  

 

6. The individual 10 Commandments get attached to the Kraft paper during the lesson. Leave a 

space between the 2nd and 3rd commandments on the vertical Kraft paper strip, so the 

horizontal strip can be placed on top of it to form a cross. (See photo in lesson plan) 
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The Ten Commandments 

 

1. You shall have no other gods but me   

2. You shall not make any idols 

3. You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain  

4. Remember the Sabbath and keep it holy 

5. Honour your father and your mother  

6. You shall not kill 

7. You shall not commit adultery  

8. You shall not steal  

9. You shall not bear false witness against your neighbour  

10. You shall not covet anything that belongs to your neighbour   



1.  You shall have no other gods but me 
(Love God more than anything else)

(Nothing in your life should be more important  

than God)

(Do not murder anyone. Be kind.  

Help and protect others.)
