The following props are for use only with the full Storyboard Lesson (Option 1).

Materials needed:

Colour printer (or take to print shop)

Letter size card stock for printing (4 sheets)

Scissors

Hole punch for making holes in name cards

String for hanging name cards around necks

Bag for Samaritan to carry

Strips of fabric to use as bandages

Long piece of fabric or paper to make “road”

Play money (e.g. from Monopoly game, Dollar
store etc.)

Blanket to use as bed in the “inn” for wounded
man

Peg doll to be used as “person in need”

Board or poster to write children’s suggestions

Stick-on Velcro under storyboard symbols to keep
them in place on the storyboard

Instructions for lesson props:

1. Print out pages 2-3 of this document in black and white on letter size card stock. Print out pages

4-5 in colour on letter size card stock.

2. Cut out the symbol and name cards on pages 3-4. Keep page 2 and 5 as whole posters. (Write
the lesson number on the back of the props.)

3. Punch a hole in the two top corners of each name card. Tie a string to the holes to make a neck
loop so the children can wear the name cards.

4. Place the “inn” sign on a wall, and place a blanket (if using) below the sign.

5. Fill the Samaritan’s bag with bandages (fabric strips) and play money.

6. Optional: Make a “road” using a long strip of fabric or paper.
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
