
OPTION 1 (Full lesson) PROPS 

KINGDOM LIFE: LESSON 28 – THE NEVER-ENDING STORY 

 

The following props are for use only with the full Storyboard Lesson (Option 1). 

For the Condensed Lesson (Option 2) - see the Condensed Lesson Plan & Poster. 

Materials needed: 

Essential: Optional: 

Colour printer (or take to print shop)  

Letter size card stock for printing (2 or 3 sheets) 
We recommend printing pages 3-4 in 11x17 inch 
size 

2 sheets 11x17 inch card stock (recommended) 

Scissors  

Bible  

Gold confetti  

Flannelgraph or wall to display Bible verse cards  

Sticky tac or stick-on Velcro to attach teaching 
aids to display surfaces 

Stick-on Velcro under storyboard symbols to keep 
them in place on the storyboard 

 

Instructions for lesson props: 

1. Print out page 2 of this document in colour on letter size card stock. Print out pages 3-4 on 

11X17 inch card stock. If 11x17 inch card stock is not available, posters can be printed in letter 

size, but some of the details will be harder to see. (Picture poster with clue cards is identical to 

the Condensed lesson poster.)  

 

2. Cut out the symbols, Bible verse cards, and clue cards on pages 2 and 4. Keep page 3 as a whole 

poster. (Write the lesson number on the back of the symbols and posters.)  

 

3. Hide the Bible verse cards inside the Bible with the ends sticking out. 

 

4. Follow the instructions on page 4 on cutting out the clue cards and covering up the picture 

poster. Use sticky tac to add the cards to the poster, so they can be removed during the lesson. 
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Verse #4:  

 “Hallelujah! For our Lord God Almighty reigns.  
Let us be joyful and glad!  

Let us give him glory!  
It is time for the Lamb’s wedding.
